Assembly

Starting in the middle with the star, the star is round one, add the rounds to the quilt sides first then the top and bottom.
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The half square triangles at the
end of rows are oversized. Wait to
trim the strips until you fit them
to the quilt top.
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FINAL BORDERS

Measure across the center of the quilt top for the best measurements for the Final Borders.
Sew 2-5Y5" wide Print #4 strips to the side of the quilt top. Sew 2-5%4" Print #4 strips to the top

and bottom of the quilt top.

Sew the 4-6'" wide Print #5 strips together. Sew 2—6%5" Print #5 strips to the top and bottom of

the quilt top.

Prepare the binding. Sew binding strips together, end to end. Press binding strips in half lengthwise

with wrong sides together.

To quilt, layer and baste the quilt top, batting and backing. Quit by machine or by hand. Apply
the prepared binding to quilt.
